Make Your hard earned $ go farther. St. Peter Damian    (1007-1072)

Maybe because he was orphaned and had been treated shabbily by one of his brothers,
Peter Damian was very good to the poor. It was the ordinary thing for him to have a poor
person or two with him at table and he liked to minister personally to their needs.
Peter escaped poverty and the neglect of his own brother when his other brother, who
was archpriest of Ravenna, took him under his wing. His brother sent him to good schools
and Peter became a professor.
Already in those days Peter was very strict with himself. He wore a hair shirt under his
clothes, fasted rigorously and spent many hours in prayer. Soon, he decided to leave his
teaching and give himself completely to prayer with the Benedictines of the reform of St.
Romuald at Fonte Avellana. They lived two monks to a hermitage. Peter was so eager to
pray and slept so little that he soon suffered from severe insomnia. He found he had to
use some prudence in taking care of himself. When he was not praying, he studied the
Bible.

The abbot commanded that when he died Peter should succeed him. Abbot Peter founded five other hermitages.
He encouraged his brothers in a life of prayer and solitude and wanted nothing more for himself. The Holy See
periodically called on him, however, to be a peacemaker or troubleshooter, between two abbeys in dispute or
a cleric or government official in some disagreement with Rome.
Finally, Pope Stephen IX made Peter the cardinal-bishop of Ostia. He worked hard to wipe out simony (the
buying of church offices), and encouraged his priests to observe celibacy and urged even the diocesan clergy
to live together and maintain scheduled prayer and religious observance. He wished to restore primitive discipline
among religious and priests, warning against needless travel, violations of poverty and too comfortable living.
He even wrote to the bishop of Besancon, complaining that the canons there sat down when they were singing
the psalms in the Divine Office.
He wrote many letters. Some 170 are extant. We also have 53 of his sermons and seven lives, or biographies,
that he wrote. He preferred examples and stories rather than theory in his writings. The liturgical offices he
wrote are evidence of his talent as a stylist in Latin.
He asked often to be allowed to retire as cardinal-bishop of Ostia, and finally Alexander II consented. Peter
was happy to become once again just a monk, but he was still called to serve as a papal legate. When
returning from such an assignment in Ravenna, he was overcome by a fever. With the monks gathered around
him saying the Divine Office, he died on February 22, 1072.
In 1828 he was declared a Doctor of the Church.

LENT
The key to understanding the meaning of Lent is simple:
Baptism. Preparation for Baptism and for renewing
baptismal commitment lies at the heart of the season.
Since the Second Vatican Council, the Church has
reemphasized the baptismal character of Lent, especially
through the restoration of the Catechumenate and its
Lenten rituals. Our challenge today is to renew our
understanding of this important season of the Church
year and to see how we can integrate our personal
practices into this renewed perspective.
Why is Baptism so important in our Lenten
understanding? Lent as a 40-day season developed in
the fourth century from three merging sources. The first
was the ancient paschal fast that began as a two-day
observance before Easter but was gradually lengthened
to 40 days. The second was the catechumenate as a
process of preparation for Baptism, including an intense
period of preparation for the Sacraments of Initiation to
be celebrated at Easter. The third was the Order of
Penitents, which was modeled on the catechumenate
and sought a second conversion for those who had fallen
back into serious sin after Baptism. As the catechumens
(candidates for Baptism) entered their final period of
preparation for Baptism, the penitents and the rest of
the community accompanied them on their journey and
prepared to renew their baptismal vows at Easter.  Lent,
then, is radically baptismal

GIVING UP SOMETHING
For most older Catholics, the first thought that Lent brings
to mind is giving something up. In my childhood, the standard
was to give up candy, a discipline that found suitable reward
in the baskets of sugary treats we received on Easter. Some
of us even added to the Easter surplus by saving candy all
through Lent, stockpiling what we would have eaten had we
not promised to give it up.
Some years ago a friend of mine told me that he had urged
his children to move beyond giving up candy to giving up
some habit of sin that marked their lives. About halfway
through Lent he asked the children how they were doing
with their Lenten promise. One of his young sons had
promised to give up fighting with his brothers and sisters
during Lent. When his father asked him how it was going,
the boy replied, “I’m doing pretty good, Dad—but boy, I can’t
wait until Easter!”
That response indicates that this boy had only partly
understood the purpose of Lenten “giving up.” Lent is about
conversion, turning our lives more completely over to Christ
and his way of life. That always involves giving up sin in
some form. The goal is not just to abstain from sin for the
duration of Lent but to root sin out of our lives forever.
Conversion means leaving behind an old way of living and
acting in order to embrace new life in Christ. For
catechumens, Lent is a period intended to bring their initial
conversion to completion
