Strict Observance, or Reform of Saint Peter of Alcantara, at Naples. Such was the
edification he gave in his Order, that within three years after his profession he
was sent to found a monastery in Piedmont. He assisted in its construction himself
and established there the most perfect silence and monastic fervor.

One day Saint John Joseph was found in the chapel in ecstasy, raised far above
the floor. He won the hearts of all his religious, and became a priest out of
obedience to his Superiors. He obtained what seemed to be an inspired knowledge
of moral theology, in prayer and silence. He assisted at the death of his dear mother
who rejoiced and seemed to live again in his presence, and after he had sung the
Mass for the repose of her soul, saw her soul ascend to heaven, to pray thereafter
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With his superiors’ permission he established another convent and drew up rules for the Community, which the

glory of the Saint, and he was canonized in 1839 by Pope Gregory XVI.
